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Quotes to Remember. . .



You should quote when something is particularly well said, or when paraphrasing (restating in your own words) would be difficult because the idea is so plainly said in the original. 

For example, this quotation “Crime rates have decreased” could not be restated easily.
APA sources are cited in the text of your paper, which means that a brief reference to each source appears in a parenthetical citation in or at the end of your sentence.  
Generally speaking:  in APA format, the author (or shortened title, if there is no author) appears first in a parenthetical citation, followed by the year, and a page number, if there is one…

 









(Brown, 2005, p. 35).

 How do I integrate quotations?

Starting a sentence with a quotation forces your readers to try to figure out why the quotation is there (what is it supporting?) and who is speaking. Instead, you should always introduce the quotation with your own words. This is called integrating your quotation.
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Each quotation should not only be introduced with your own words; 
· Quotes should also be part of your own sentence 
· Quotes should fit in both logically and grammatically 
(i.e., if the quotation marks were removed, your      

sentence should still make sense). 

· If you need to make any changes to the sentence, use ellipses (…) for one or more words taken out 

· If you need to add words, use square [editorial] brackets to indicate something has been added or changed. 
· APA dictates that if you are quoting more than 40 words, you need to set your quotation off by ten spaces in a block quotation. A block quotation is not enclosed in quotation marks, and any end punctuation comes before, not after, the parenthetical citation. 
See the APA Style Guide for examples of block quotations.

APA:  Parenthetical In-Text Citations

There are 2 basic methods of integrating quotations. 
· parenthetical citation 

Parenthetical Citation:         (Author Last Name, Year of Publication)
Example:                             (Smith, 1988)

· attribution (telling the source) within the essay’s content

To make the citation of the source less distracting, the APA also suggests mentioning the author in the essay’s content so that only the year of publication and page number are required in the parenthetical reference.

Attribution in text:         
     Author Last Name (Year of Publication) has argued this point.
Example:                             Smith (1988) has argued this point.

Page numbers are not required in APA in-text citation. However, it is highly suggested that these be included.  (ALWAYS include page numbers with direct quotes.)  To include references to a specific part of the text, add the page number or chapter number after the year.

Examples:               Smith (1988, p. 244) has written that...    or     Smith (1988, chap. 5) has written that...

If no author is given for a specific text, use the first couple of words of the title in place of the author's last name.  

When no date is given for the publication of a text (as is the case with many websites), include the abbreviation “n.d.” in place of the year of publication.

	Review of Parenthetical Citation SAMPLES


Parenthetical citation in the text provides information, usually (but not always):
1. the name of the author 
2. the date of publication

Complete information about each source cited in the text is supplied in "References," placed at the end of the essay.    

For each of the below five sample sentences the correct "References" APA style format would be:



Author and Date Cited in Text (No Parenthetical Citation Necessary) 
In a 1989 article, Gould explores some of Darwin's most effective metaphors.  

Author Not Cited in Text 
As metaphors for the workings of nature, Darwin used the tangled bank, the tree of life, and the face of nature (Gould, 1989).  

Author Cited in Text 
Gould (1989) attributes Darwin's success to his gift for making the appropriate metaphor.  

Direct Quotation with Name of Author 
Gould (1989) explains that Darwin used the metaphor of the tree of life "to express the other form of interconnectedness–genealogical rather than ecological–and to illustrate both success and failure in the history of life" (p. 14).  

Direct Quotation without Name of Author 
Darwin used the metaphor of the tree of life "to express the other form of interconnectedness–genealogical rather than ecological" (Gould, 1989, p. 14).
